This class will start with a series of introductory classes that emphasize environmental
awareness as it relates to our use of ceramics in our daily lives.The course covers
clay-handling techniques including pinching, coiling and slab building, after which
the artworks will be fired, decorated and glazed. In addition to hand building,
advanced students will explore wheel throwing and sculpting using various clay
bodies, oxide glazes and stain techniques. By the end of the class, students will have a
working understanding of ways using ceramics saves money and the environment.
